The District 1 Corrections Committee is responsible for carrying 
the message of Alcoholics Anonymous to this facility 3 nights a 
week; Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 8:00pm to 9:00pm. 
The committee is looking for homegroups to bring AA meetings 
into this facility for monthly commitments of one night a week.
